Greenlight Bikes will import three
Kallkhoff electric-assist bikes, and four
to five models of non-electric commnut-
er-style bikes from the 90-year-old Ger-
man brand.

Portland, Oregon-based entrepre-
neurs Eric von der Hevden and Geoff
Wagner started Greenlight Bikes in
April and are the exclusive US. distrib-
utor of Kalkhotf hikes.

Initially, the bikes will be sold online

through www.kalkhoffusa.com, and in
a Kalkhott concept store von der Hey-
den and Wagner are opening in Port-
land. They eventually want to build a
US. dealer base, and are interested in
talking to retailers over at Booth 465.

Von der Heyden and Wagner are new
to the industry, but both are avid cy-
clists and von der Heyden lived in Ger
many for nine years. He has experience
building a German company in the LL5.
in the software and services industry.

“Kalkhoff sells more than 60,000
e-bikes annually in Europe, and their
bikes are known for superb quality, per-
formance amml reliabilivy” vou der Hey-
den eaid.

Made in Germany, Kallkhoff electric-
assist bikes use a 250-watt Panasonic
glectric motor, battery pack and control
systern. The marquee model imported
for LS. consumers will be the Kalkhoff
Pro Connect 5, which includes 9-speed
Shimano Deore XT, Magura hydraulic
brakes, a 26-volt lithium battery and
can travel 26 to 50 miles on one charge.

Retail price will be between $2.500
and §3,500 for the range of e-bikes.
